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 Club Constitution

Article I. 

Name: {YOUR UNVERSITY HERE} Not For Sale Campaign Club

Article II.

The objective of the club is to give the students, faculty, and employees of the {YOUR UNVERISTY HERE} a forum to act as abolitionists in the movement to end slavery/human trafficking in our lifetime.

Article III.

The NFS Club will be affiliated with the San Francisco based international NPO Not For Sale Campaign. [For more information contact info@notforsalecampaign.org. Subject Line: “Starting a University Chapter”]

Article IV. 

Membership shall be open to the entire community of the {YOUR UNVERISTY HERE}

Voting membership is restricted to matriculated, currently enrolled students at {MY U}. All members of the organization matriculated, currently enrolled students at {MY U}. Membership in the organization will not be denied to anyone on the basis of color, race, religious creed, ancestry, national origin, age, sex, gender, identity, sexual orientation, marital status, medical condition or disability. No member of this organization shall engage in hazing including but not limited to physical abuse, causing excessive mental stress, verbal abuse, or subservience. Furthermore, student may not commit any act that causes or is likely to cause bodily danger, physical harm, or personal degradation or disgrace resulting in physical or mental harm to any fellow student or person attending this institution. 

Article V. 

The officers of the club/society shall be members of the club/society at the time of election, and shall consist of President, Treasurer and Secretary and such other officers, as the club/society deems necessary. They shall hold officer for one year and shall be elected by separate vote from among the members of the club/society at the Annual General Meeting of the club/society. All officers of this organization must be matriculated, currently enrolled students at the {MY U}. The President and the Treasurer of this organization must maintain a minimum overall 2.0 GPA, must be enrolled in at least 6 units per semester, and must be in good standing with the University during there term in office. At least two officers are required to complete Club Orientation and attend Fall Leadership Institute offered by Student Leadership and Engagement. 

Article VI.
The President shall oversee important meetings specified by the members of the community (mandatory: Annual Meeting) and help guide successful activism among the organization community.

The Vice-President will work along members of the community to ensure both the happiness of the organizations members and the success of their actions through smart activism. 

The Treasurer shall collect and distribute funds as directed by the organization and act as the club’s financial planner. 

Article VII.

The election of Officers will be done by group consensus. Due to the egalitarian nature of the organization official elections will not be held and vote counting will be done with a show of hands. Also elections will be casually held every semester. 

Article VIII.

The organization must have a University Advisor. This person must hold at least a bachelors degree and be employed as a faculty or staff member by the {YOUR UNIVERSITY HERE}. The advisor must be a non-voting member of the organization. The duties of the advisor are to assist in the fulfillment of the mission of the organization.

Article IX. 

Non-mandatory meeting will be held weekly every Thursday at lunch in the Lone Mountain cafeteria during dead hour from 12:30-1:30pm. Also supplementary meeting will be held during times chosen by the members of the organization to ensure the fulfillment of our goals. Due to the fact that this organization exists to give students a forum to express themselves as abolitionist, any number of members is required for a meeting to be held and a meetings only responsibility is to provide a location and community support for members working to express themselves in the fight to end slavery. At the end of every year, at a date still to be determined, an annual meeting will be held that will be mandatory for all members to attend but will include food, drink, and dance.

Article X.

There is to be no committees in our organization, only people working together as abolitionists.

Article XI.

There will be no fees to become a member of this organization. All money fundraised will go directly to NPO fighting to end slavery throughout the world. 

Article XIII. 

Amendments to the constitution can be made with group consensus (two-thirds vote by a show of hands) during the Annual Meetings. Amendments to the constitution become effective immediately.
